TOROS CEKIC 5-6-7 YONETIM KURULU DUYURUSU
HAVUZ FILTRASYON SiSTEMi TEKNiK DEGERLENDIRMESi

Sayin Kat Malikleri,

Yapilan son teknik inceleme sonucunda, havuz sistemimizle ilgili 5nemli bir tespit tarafimiza
iletilmistir.

Kayitlara ve teknik degerlendirmelere gore, sitemizdeki 5. ve 6. bloktaki havuzlar uzun yillar
boyunca iki adet filtrasyon motoru ile calismaktaydi. Ancak gecmiste alinan bir 6nceki
yOnetim kurulu karari dogrultusunda, bu motorlardan biri sistemden ¢ikarilmig ve havuz su
anda tek motor ile calismaktadir.

Yapilan teknik degerlendirme, bu degisikligin yanlis bir karar oldugunu ve mevcut tek
motorun, havuzun buyukligu ve kullanim yogunlugu goz onune alindiginda, yeterli su
sirkulasyonu ve filtrasyonu saglayamadigini ortaya koymustur.

Mevcut durumun baslica sonuclari sunlardir:

e Havuzdaki suyun gunluk sirktlasyon ve filtrasyon sayisi, ideal olan 5 kez yerine
yalnizca yaklasik 2 kez gergeklesmektedir.

e Bu durum, suyun yeterince temizlenmemesine ve dolayisiyla saglik acisindan
risklerin artmasina neden olmaktadir.

o Ozellikle sicak hava dalgalari, yogun kullanim ve yiiksek sicaklik gibi asirt kosullarda,
su kalitesinin hizla bozulmasi ve havuz sisteminin daha ¢abuk yipranmasi séz
konusudur.

e Ayrica, suyun yeralti kaynagindan temin edilmesi nedeniyle yaz aylarinda su
seviyesinin dusmesi ve demir oraninin artmasl, zaman zaman suyun
bulaniklasmasina yol agmaktadir.

Bu nedenlerle, yonetim kurulu olarak, havuz sisteminin tekrar ¢ift motorlu hale getirilmesini
ciddi sekilde degerlendirmekteyiz. Bu iyilestirme sayesinde hem su kalitesinin artirilmasi
hem de havuz altyapisinin uzun d6murlt olmasi hedeflenmektedir.

TOROS GEKIC 5-6-7 BOARD ANNOUNCEMENT
TECHNICAL ASSESSMENT OF THE POOL FILTRATION SYSTEM

Dear Owners,

Following a recent technical inspection, an important observation has been made regarding
the current condition of our pool system.

According to the records and the technical evaluation, the pools of the 5 and 6 at our site
had been operating for many years with two filtration motors. However, based on a decision
made by a previous board, one of these motors was removed from the system, and the pool
is now operating with only a single motor.

The technical findings indicate that this change was a misjudgment. Given the size of the
pooland the level of usage, the current single motor is insufficient to provide adequate water
circulation and filtration.

The key implications of this situation are as follows:

+ Ideally, the pool water should be fully circulated and filtered around 5 times a day. In
our current setup, this process occurs only about twice a day — which falls far below
the standard.

¢ As aresult, the water is not being filtered adequately, increasing the risk of health
hazards and water quality issues.

e This becomes especially critical during extreme conditions such as heatwaves,
prolonged high temperatures, and heavy usage, which can significantly accelerate
water degradation and cause faster deterioration of the pool infrastructure.

e Additionally, since the water at our site is sourced from groundwater, the water level
drops in summer, and the iron content increases, which may cause temporary
cloudiness.

Therefore, as the board, we are seriously considering upgrading the system back to a dual
motor setup. This upgrade will help ensure better water quality and extend the overall
lifespan of the poolinfrastructure.

We will continue to keep all property owners informed as we move forward with this matter.
